HUMAN INGENUITY RESEARCH REPORT
How do inventions (technology) impact humans?
The Human Ingenuity Research Report consists of two parts: (see rubric for grading breakdown)
· Part 1 – A Written Report

· Part 2 – An Oral Presentation in class.  The Oral Presentation will include:
· A PowerPoint presentation and oral narrative.
· A poster.
Procedure:

1.    Select a topic (invention) from the list provided.

2. Have the topic approved by the teacher.

3. Use the 3 periods your class will spend in the library to research your invention so that you can answer the 8 questions below.  If you need more time to do research and answer the questions, you must go to the library on your own after school or during lunch or ELO. 

Part 1 – The Written Report

The Cover will be created in the computer lab during class time and will include the following:
1.   Two or more colors.

2. A graphic (picture or design).

3. The title (must be in large type).

4. Your name and period number.

5. The date the project is due.
The Content Pages will contain your answers to the 8 questions below.  You must first re-write the question, and then answer it in complete sentences.  The questions and answers must appear in the order given below. Your answers to question 7 & 8 must be accurate, detailed, and complete. (12 Font)
The 8 questions:

1.    What is the name of the person(s) or company credited with the invention?
2. What was the date your invention was created or produced? 
3. Where was the invention created?

4. What did the invention replace or improve upon (an existing invention or a system)? 

5. How is the invention used today? 
6. How do you think the invention will be used in the future? 
7. How did the invention impact humans (include positive and negative affects)?  

8. How does the invention work?  Make sure that you answer this question completely but put the explanation in your own words.  If you use technical language, make sure you explain the technical terms in words that both you and the other students understand.  Do not make the explanation too simple; for example, if you answer this question with: “You turn on the knob,” you will not have explained anything about the way the invention works and, in that case, you will lose a significant number of points.






The Bibliography will contain a list of 3 or more sources that you used in your research.  Please follow the format on the “Bibliography Form” which will be given to you in the library when we do our research.

Part 2 – Oral Presentation
The Oral Presentation in class will consist of:

· You are giving a 5-10 minute PowerPoint presentation, which will have been completed in the computer lab during class time.

· You are showing the class an oak-tag poster depicting how your invention works, which you will have completed at home.

· You are sharing in an oral narrative that answers the 8 questions from your written report including an explanation of how your invention works as illustrated on your poster.
The PowerPoint Presentation must include the following items:

1. A title page that includes the title of your invention, your name and period.

2. Your answers to the first 7 of the 8 questions, given on separate slides, in the following order:

i. The person(s) or company credited with the invention.

ii. The date of the invention.

iii. Where the invention was created.

iv. What the invention replaced or improved upon.

v. Ways the invention is used today. 

vi. Your opinion about ways your invention will be used in the future.

vii. The impact the invention has had on humans.

2. And additionally:  sound effects (1 per slide), animation of every item, and clip art.

The Poster must be used to explain only how the invention works (question #8).  The poster should be standard oak-tag size (22” X 28”) and must include:

1. The name of the invention boldly displayed.

2. A large diagram(s) of the invention showing the parts and how they work together.  Diagrams may be drawn, copied from books and enlarged, or printed from the Internet.

3. Your name and class period located on the front, lower-right corner of the poster.

The Oral Narrative or oral report must accompany your PowerPoint presentation and the display of your poster, addressing all 8 questions from your written report.  You should make every attempt to not read your narration.  You may use note cards, but in most cases your PowerPoint presentation will guide the oral narrative well enough and make additional notes unnecessary.  Be prepared to take questions from the audience.
Note:
A written report that is turned in after the due date will lose 5 pts.

An oral presentation that is not ready to be given on the scheduled day will lose 5 pts.
